Once again, we will also offer to check Body Fat Com-
position and Body Mass Index (BMI). These numbers
help to determine how healthy we are and how well we
are functioning as good stewards of these bodies the
good Lord has given us. To determine these numbers,
we simply have to enter a few numbers into a small i
strument. You stand and hold it out from your body and
within seconds, we have a read-out with two numbers.
The first one will be the Body Fat Analysis, which repre-
sents the percentage of fat in your body. The American
Council on Exercise has categorized ranges of Body Fat
Percentages as follows: Essential, Athletic, Fitn&ss,
ceptable or Obese. The second number will be the Body
Mass Index, which the World Health Organization has
recognized as the standard indicator of total body fat,
which is related to the risk of disease and death. The
score is valid for both men and women but it does have
some limits. These figures give us good information on
how healthy and physically fit we are. When we are di-
eting, it is always a good rule to keep track of these num-
bers in order to ensure we are actually losing fat abd no
muscle tissue. Educational pamphlets will be available,
and the nurses will answer any questions about health
care. If there you have any suggestions for other health
programs or topics, please drop by and discuss these is-
sues with Rosilyn Flanagan and Faye Kelly and the vol-
unteers.

Body Mass Index (BMI)
BMI is a reliable indicator of total body fat. The BMI
score means the following: underweight, normal, over-
weight or obese. The limits are:
*It may overestimate body fat in athletes and others who
have a muscular build.

*It may underestimate body fat in older persons and oth-
ers who have lost muscle mass.
