Lent is fast drawing to a close. With its prayer, fagtabstinence and almsgiving, we tend
to think of Lent as a season which exists just for its sake. Lent, however, is a time of prepa-
ration for something much bigger — the Easter Triduum. pespares us for the Great Three
Days.

What is it that the Triduum commemorates? What méakde ‘culmination of the entire
liturgical year?’ The passion, death, and resurredialesus Christ.

“Triduum” means “three days.” The days are countedhe@dtebrews counted their days -
from sunset to sunset. Therefore, the three days dEdbeer Triduum are from dusk on Holy
Thursday to dusk on Good Friday (day one), dusk on Good FridagkootuHoly Saturday (day
two) and dusk on Holy Saturday to dusk on Easter Sunday (dsg) thOn each of these days, we
commemorate a different part of the story of the Lopd'ssion , death, and resurrection.

These Great Three Days are not just times in whiclyatker occasionally to remember
what happened to Jesus at this or that moment. Rath&huweday night we assemble and to-
gether enter into the Triduum. Once we have enteredemain there. The liturgy that night has
no dismissal; the liturgy on Friday has no entrance ramdlismissal. We cannot separate the
death of Jesus from his resurrection. The churchtishivagy and praying the entire time. No one
is dismissed.
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Many people think that Lent ends on Easter Sunday, but Len
really ends at dusk on Holy Thursday. Our forty days of patjoaxr are
h over. The Lenten fast ends and the Easter fast begins.

This fast is the ‘passover’ fast. Something is left beél@nd something new is beginning.
This fast is not one of discipline and repentance. tli@snervous fasting of anticipation that we
experience before a child’s birth or a wedding. It's adadeing so full of anticipation that food
is forgotten.

The fasting is not only from food. Even more importarthe fasting from our work-a-day
lives. It is fasting from looking for ways to be ensémed; it is fasting from harsh words and an-
ger; it is fasting from our obsession with busy-nes® 3pace that is made by our fasting makes
room for the watching and praying that will bring us througio& Friday, through Holy Satur-
day, and into the night of the Vigil.

On Holy Thursday, all regular masses are suspended. Nimdaytasses are held any-
where in the Catholic world. Only the evening MasthefLord’s Supper is celebrated.

The procession for this mass which begins the Great Tage encompasses more than a
regular Sunday procession. The holy oils which the bishepsbs at the Chrism Mass are
brought forward in the procession. These oils will be addbe Easter Vigil and through out the
year for baptism, confirmation, and anointing the sick.

The Scriptures this evening remind us of the firss®as meal as the Israelites prepare
for their journey out of slavery. We hear of Chagtistitution of the Eucharist, and his command
to “do this, in memory of me.” Then we have the wondezkaimple of service to which we are
all called. Jesus, who is Lord and Master, takes a lohswater and a towel and washes the feet
of his disciples. He ends with the words, “I have giyen a model to follow, so that as | have
done for you, you should also.” From these Scriptures,eamIthat Christ saves us from the
slavery of sin and the Eucharist nourishes and strengths so that we can serve our brothers
and sisters. As a vivid reminder of the Lord’s ‘mandatuhe’ priest who celebrates the mass
washes the feet of members of the parish family.

After we receive the Eucharist and the final blegsthe priest removes the Blessed Sac-
rament from the tabernacle, and we, the assembled pdoldev it in solemn procession to the
chapel that has been specially prepared. As we prages$ant the ancient words of tRange
Lingua We are invited to stay and keep vigil with the Blessedrdaent until Night Prayer
brings the evening to its close. There is no dismissaé prayer continues in our home and in
our hearts, until we are called together again on Goath¥itio Morning Prayer, and later, to the
Celebration of the Lord’s Passion.



We begin the service in silence with no procession. Mfesiaply continuing what began
on Holy Thursday. There has been no dismissal. Thetpreser and prostrate themselves as a
sign of utter humility before God. The Passion of Chsigtroclaimed, and we listen and remem-
ber how Jesus suffered and died for us. After the Pass®nemember the many people in the
world who need our prayers, and as a priestly people, weapmayre lengthy and more elaborate
form of the General Intercessions.

Then a cross, the symbol of our salvation, is broughtduodw The veneration of the Cross
is a practice unique to Good Friday. As we approach the ameseumble ourselves before the
awesome saving action of Christ. We acknowledge itsepowVe may genuflect before the
cross, kiss it, kneel before it, touch it with our handstand before it with head bowed. The
choice is ours. After a simple reception of the Euish, we leave the church again in silence to
continue our prayer and fasting until we return on Saturdexieg for the Easter Vigil.
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On Holy Saturday, we wait in joyful anticipation. Weiwavith
the elect who will be baptized and with the candidates witiobe re-
ceived into full communion with the Church. The Easteil\/celebrated
on Saturday night, is the climactic moment of our lives lassGans. The
celebration is a long and joyous. On this “night of nightge"have a lot to do and we need time
to do it well. We pray and celebrate in ways that arekerdny other mass during the year. A
vigil is a watch kept for a long period of time. We canmostra vigil. It takes as long as it takes.

The vigil begins in darkness. As the new fire isviig recall “the light that shines in the
darkness,” and that “the darkness has never put it oltdr a moment, we have before us the
elements that make up creation and we see it all ast&€hrAll time belongs to him. He is the
beginning and the end.

As the Paschal Candle, lit from the new fire, preesanto the church, we kindle our can-
dles from its flame. We are reminded of our journey aadigfint we can receive and share along
the way. The priest proclaims at three stages of theepsion, “Christ, our light!” Our re-
sponse, “Thanks be to God!” expresses our deepest feelingsthabjourney.

In the Easter proclamation, we express our joy and waoaiddre glorious and awesome
action of God. “The risen Savior shines upon you! hitplace resound with joy!” The procla-
mation is a stately ecstasy, a burst of rejoicingpragf praise. The readings on this night of
nights reflect the unique character of the celebratibmthe seven proclamations from the Old
Testament, we hear once again the story of our ‘fammggory from the beginning in Genesis to
the words of the prophet Baruch who tells us that “sucliissod; no other is to be compared to
him!” We rejoice in the Gloria, and then after a iegdrom St. Paul’s letter to the Romans, our
excitement, gratitude and delight explode into the “Alleluitn’the Gospel reading, we stand in
amazement with the women at the empty tomb and comealiae that the unbelievable, the im-
possible has taken place.

After the homily, we arrive at the ‘moment of mongnof this extraordinary night. The
elect are baptized and we, as a community, renew our baptiews. Then the candidates for
full communion and the elect are confirmed. In their Isaptand confirmation, the cycle of
Christian life begins anew.

And finally, we come to the Eucharist, the climaxtof Triduum and indeed, of the entire
year. For the first Eucharist Jesus chose the Jeagsover meal where they celebrate God rescu-
ing them from slavery and leading them to new life aImddom. On this night, as we celebrate
our salvation and our liberation from sin and death, veeilshlook back with wonder and grati-
tude at what we’ve seen this week - not as a story gbalg but as an experience of the reality
of God’s saving actions in our lives.
