From the Pastor: 
 

 

Today we celebrate the Solemnity of the Most Holy 

Body and Blood of Christ, a feast that reminds us of 

how our God is present to us and nourishes us. As 

we are fed, we become a holy people in order to be 

the very presence of Christ Jesus, the Son of God, to 

others.  We will invite them to ñtaste and see the 

goodness of the Lordò by our joy, our ability to 

forgive, and love. 
 

Sometimes we need encouraging reminders of how 

much the Lord is transforming us in our celebration 

of the Holy Eucharist. Hereôs one example. The 

week following Pentecost, I received an email from 

a young woman who found something special in our 

assembly. Her words can lift us up and remind us 

how much we allow Christ to nourish others by the 

way we celebrate and welcome.  
 

My boyfriend and I attended the 10am Sunday 

mass this past weekend and had a most 

rewarding experience.  I have lived in 

Knoxville for 2 years now but never had 

attended mass at your parish.  Immaculate 

Conception is very much like the parish where 

I grew up in West Tennessee.  I felt so happy 

and comfortable Sunday morning!  We also 

found your homily to be very relevant to our 

relationship. My boyfriend is Baptist and we 

have been planning how we will incorporate 

both of our spiritual backgrounds into our 

relationship as we learn and grow together.  
 

I am not currently registered at a parish in 

Knoxville and would like to register at 

Immaculate Conception.  I will be leaving for 

the summer in 2 weeks but when I return in 

August I would very much like to become a 

registered member of your parish.   
 

I also have been a trained cantor for 11 years 

and would be thrilled to get involved with the 

choir and begin cantoring again. I cannot 

thank you enough for the experience I had on 

Sunday. I really felt like I was home again, 

which is something I have been missing for 2 

years.   
 

Isnôt it great to know that we can provide a spiritual 

home for those longing to be connected to the Body 

of Christ? Todayôs Solemnity reminds all of us of 

the unique gift we provide as Catholics: 

Relationship, Nourishment, and Purpose. 

 

Relationship:  The documents of the Second 

Vatican Council told us that Eucharist is "the source 

and summit of the Christian life." Itôs where we 

celebrate who God is and what has been 

accomplished in the saving death & resurrection of 

his Son. We draw from the wellspring of the Word, 

we pray together and offer ourselves with Christôs 

sacrifice at the altar. This sacrificial meal allows us 

to feast together, to be drawn into a holy relationship 

with God and one another, a holy people, a saved 

people, in sacred communion. This provides a 

witness, drawing others to the Body of Christ. 
 

Nourishment:  And because Jesusô gift is of 

himself - Take and eat, this is my body; take and 

drink, this is my blood ï we are nourished for lifeôs 

journey.  

St. Augustine reminds us, ñIf you receive well, you 

are what you have received. Since you are the body 

of Christ and his members, it is your mystery that 

you receive. You hear the words óThe body of 

Christ,ô and you answer óAmen.ô Be therefore 

members of Christ, that your óAmenô may be true. 

Be what you see and receive what you are.ò Jesus 

feeds us with himself; our God is truly present to us, 

body, blood, soul and divinity. This sacred food, this 

bread of life and cup of salvation is for a purpose, a 

mission in life. 
 

Purpose:  As comforting as it is to be assured of 

Christôs presence with us in such a unique way as 

the sacrament of the altar, this reality then compels 

us. Nourished and strengthened, we are sent forth as 

the Body of Christ to live and proclaim Good News. 

The catechism of the Catholic Church puts it this 

way: (1332 )  
 

Holy Mass (Missa), the liturgy in which the 

mystery of salvation is accomplished, concludes 

with the sending forth (missio) of the faithful, so 

that they may fulfill God's will in their daily 

lives. 
 

The Church of the Latin-West also developed a 

beautiful contemplative prayer tradition centered on 

the great mystery of Christôs Eucharistic presence; it 

sprang from a time when people felt unworthy to 

receive Holy Communion. But prayer in the 

presence of the Blessed Sacrament of the Lord never 

is reduced to the worship of a thing! Rather, it is 

focused on a relationship that nourishes us - the 

wondrous Bread of Life, the God who calls us to the 

new covenant, Jesus our Savior.

Once again here is the Catechism of the Church: 

(1374)  
 

The mode of Christ's presence under the 

Eucharistic species is unique. It raises the 

Eucharist above all the sacraments as "the 

perfection of the spiritual life and the end to 

which all the sacraments tend." In the most 

blessed sacrament of the Eucharist "the body 

and blood, together with the soul and divinity, 

of our Lord Jesus Christ and, therefore, the 

whole Christ is truly, really, and substantially 

contained." 

"This presence is called 'real' - by which is not 

intended to exclude the other types of presence 

as if they could not be 'real' too, but because it 

is presence in the fullest sense: that is to say, it 

is a substantial presence by which Christ, God 

and man, makes himself wholly and entirely 

present." 
 

So we rejoice in this day! Because our God is so 

present to us, nourishing our assemblies, we can 

become so much more for others. The love of 

Christ beckons us to love and serve ï to announce 

Godôs reign! Our witness continues to be Good 

News for many who share in our life on Summit 

Hill, for we too are the Body of Christ!

None of the Gospels tell the exact details of how four 

or five thousand men, plus women and children, are 

fed with a few loaves and fish.  The Church teaches us 

that the miracle of the multiplication of loaves and 

fishes was a prefiguration of the Body and Blood of 

Jesus.  But let us consider another miracle, just as 

great.   Jesus knew the Semitic ethic that required 

people to share with others.  He knew people carried 

food and wine under their garments, but refrained from 

taking it out for fear others had brought their own.  

Note that Jesus blessed the loaves and fish and gave 

them away.  He did not keep any for himself.  Did 

people see his generous act and decide to share what 

they had with one another?  In the context of Godôs 

gifts to us of reason and free will - the ability to choose 

to be generous or not to be generous, what is the 

greater miracle: multiplication of loaves and fish, or 

multiplication of generous hearts?  Which makes us a 

greater witness to the Real Presence of the Body and 

Blood of Jesus in the Eucharist?
