After 18 years as a hospital administrator at three different hospitals in 
Alabama, I returned to the academic setting in 1994 at the University of 
Tennessee in Knoxville.  In 1996, I earned a master’s degree in philosophy, and 
in 2003, earned a doctorate in philosophy.  My areas of specialization are 
moral theory and biomedical ethics.  Currently I teach medical ethics and 
philosophy courses at UT in Knoxville.  I also have an ethics consulting 
practice that I conduct on a private basis and with various healthcare 
organizations and law firms.   

 

 Mary Ann and I have been married twenty-eight years.  We have one daughter, Erin, and 
one grandson, Justin, who is nine years old and attends school at Sacred Heart.  In addition to 
travel with my family, I enjoy gardening, cooking, an occasional walk in the woods, and old 
cars (especially the 50s and 60s).  My favorite sport to play is golf, although I am horrible at it.  
My favorite spectator sport is baseball, but I have been known to watch football on occasion. 
 

 Becoming a deacon was the fulfillment of a longstanding desire of mine.  After four and 
a half years of study, I was ordained on June 9, 2007.  This program was conducted by St. 
Meinrad School of Theology in Indiana for the Diocese of Knoxville.  The focus of our 
training was in four areas—human, spiritual, pastoral, and academic.

“But who do you say that I am?”  Luke 9:18-24 
 

Jesus asks his disciples, “Who do the crowds say that I 
am?”  They respond with several names or 
possibilities.  Then Jesus asks, “But who do you say 
that I am?”  Now the question is personal.  To answer 
they must reveal what is in their heart and head.  Their 
answer will tell Jesus how they feel about him.  Peter 
says: “You are the Christ of God.”  That took great 
faith and courage.  The implications were enormous; 
Jesus waste no time in bluntly telling them that the 
“Christ of God” was going to suffer; be rejected by 
the authorities; killed and rise on the third day.”  Jesus 
leaves nothing to the imagination.  Then he adds what 
his closest friends were most afraid to hear: “If anyone 
wishes to come after me, he must deny himself, take 
up his cross daily and follow me.”  We may be 
relieved that we were not present with Jesus two 
thousand years ago.  But Jesus is present with us today 
- in the Eucharist; in his Church.  He asks each of us, 
“Who do you say that I am?”  How do we answer 
him?  Are we willing to accept the consequences?
